OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY, HEALTH AND FIRE PROTECTION INSTRUCTION FOR STUDENTS

Each student should be informed about the rules and regulations of Occupational Safety and Health and Fire Protection binding on the premises administered by the University of Bialystok (UwB), before starting the education. 

Rector of the UwB, is responsible for the Occupational Safety and Health. The rooms of the university should meet the appropriate requirements regarding lighting, ventilation, heating system, size of usable area and fire protection.


Students are forbidden to:
1. smoke (including also e-cigarettes) and use other drugs on the premises of the UwB,
2. use open fire inside the UwB buildings,
3. bring flammable materials to the University area,
4. devastate of the University’s property,
5. insert the metal objects into contacts and sockets,
6. any interference with technical installations that are a part of the University's buildings,
7. block the evacuation doors, passageways and access to fire extinguishers, internal hydrants and other fire-protection devices.

The student is required to:
1. participate in didactic classes and organized in accordance with the study regulations,
2. comply with the established time of the classes,
3. comply with the rules of social coexistence adopted in Poland,
4. use of the University's equipment in a correct and safe way,
5. comply with internal rules and regulations binding at the UwB,
6. follow the instructions regarding, among others: the necessity of the evacuation from the facility, issued by the UwB’s functionaries or emergency services.
